Progress Report of the 2" CDCF’s JMI and Priority Activities for Aid Effectiveness
and
Proposed New JMI for the 3" CDCF Meeting

1. Introduction

The Technical Working Group on Forestry and Environment (TWG-F&E) was established in
2004 by the Royal Government of Cambodia. Its Secretariat was structured later and fully
functional in July 2006.

TWG-F&E is a mechanism and playing as forum for aid and support coordination among
forestry stakeholders at technical level for Government-Donor Coordination in the forestry
sectors.

The TWG-F&E Chairman is H.E TY SOKHUN, the Delegate of the Royal Government of
Cambodia in charge as the Head of the Forestry Administration and the Lead Facilitator is a
representative of the Development Partner, Danida.

The Secretariat is currently fully supported by Danida through the Multi-Donor Livelihoods
Facility (Danida-Dfid-NZAID).
There are 21 Members of the TWG-F&E include representatives and from:

- RGC institutions: Forestry Administration (FA); Ministry of Environment (MoE);
Council for Development of Cambodia (CDC); Ministry of Economy and Finance
(MEF); Ministry of Industry, Mines and Energy (MIME); Ministry of Land
Management, Urban Planning and Construction (MLMUPC); Ministry of National
Defense (MND); Ministry of Commerce (MoC).

- Development Partners: Danida/Dfid; JICA; EC/EU; FAO; USAID; UNDP, AFD; WB
- NGOs: WCS; RECOFTC, PACT, NGO Forum.
Private sector: Cambodia Timber Industry Association (CTIA)

2. Progress of TWG-F&E’s JMI of the 2" CDCF (4-5 Dec 2008)

The objective of the JMIs is target number 9: With the aim of stopping the loss
of Cambodia's forest resources responding to CMDG and Rectangular Strategy to support
Sustainable Forest Management for rural poverty reduction and climate change mitigation. The
legal frameworks established by the Forestry Law, Protected Area Law, Land Law, Mining
Law, and in particular the Sub-Decree on Economic Land Concessions must be fully
implemented at all levels of Government agencies, whilst prioritizing the finalization of
National Forest Program and Community Forestry development. There are four main
indicators:

2.1 Implement all provisions of the applicable laws and regulations, including establishing
and making public the log book of Economic Land Concessions, Mining Concessions
and other concession forms under the jurisdiction of MAFF, MoE, MIME.

- MAFF granted ELCs with total land area of 992,800 ha to 87 companies with
registration in logbook. 72 ELC information were publicized at the website
www.elc.maff.gov.kh. and others will be updated soon.

- MIME granted 100 exploration licenses to 67 companies and only few companies are
conducting feasibility studies.

- MoE granted land for investment development of 348,656 ha to the investment
companies.

Land concessions are a challenge to the maintaining 60% of forest cover of country land as set
in NSDP and CMDG.

2.2 At least 1,000 Km of forestland boundary and two more protected areas demarcated
both on the map and ground.

- In 2009 the Forestry Administration and NGOs demarcated forest estate boundary of
228.585 Km.

- MoE demarcated boundary of 2 Protected Areas (Wildlife Sanctuary Samkos and Kolen
Promtep) and mapping.

The challenge is lack of financial resources and limited collaboration from relevant local
authorities.

2.3 At least 100 Community Forestry Sites (CFs) and 10 Community Protected Areas
(CPAs) officially approved.

- Four Community Forestry sites were approved by MAFF.
- MoE: 11 Community Protected Areas were established and approved.

The challenge, MAFF is slowly review and approve on the proposed CF sites. Proposed 175
Community Forestry sites are pending at MAFF for approval.

2.4 Finalize and approve the National Forest Program (NFP) in September 2009; and start
implementation it by the end of 2009.

The NFP development was completed in October and submitted to MAFF for approval and
submit to RGC for approval. While pending approval from MAFF, development of work plan
2010 and a 5-year work plan is started.

3. Priority Activities for Aid Effectiveness

Following the Accra Agenda for Action and in order to enhance aid effectiveness the Forestry
Administration has identified two main activities and approved by the 14™ GDCC meeting in
April 2009.

3.1. Build Up Capacity for Planning, Implementing, Monitoring, and Evaluation and
strengthening M&E system within FA.

Development of Work Plan 2010 aligns with the NFP is an exercise for building capacity in
planning. The Forestry Administration set up an M&E Office and a proposal for strengthening
M&E system was submitted to Danida for support.

3.2. Develop and Implement National Forest Program (NFP).

NFP development was completed and pending approval from MAFF and the RGC.
Development of one year work plan 2010 and a 5-year work plan is started and expected to
completed in May 2010.

4. Recommendation

- MoE should appoint a new representative preferably high level enough in decision
making, has good cooperation to joint as member of the TWG-F&E and actively
participates and share information among TWG-F&E members.



5.

Granting Economic Land Concession in forest areas and Protected Areas should be
stopped. ELC companies have to follow its master plan, especially for the investment of
tree planting in order to increase forest cover as much as possible.

MAFF should take action in time to review and approve on the proposed potential
community forestry areas and the proposed National Forest Program.

Provide more human resource and funding to FA for implementing NFP. Full
cooperation from local authorities is needed.

All Development Partners, international and local NGOs who are supporting the forestry
sector must to share information with TWG-F&E.

New JMI for the 3" CDCF

Based on the NSDP and National Forest Program the TWG-F&E would like to propose new
IMI for the 3" CDCF. They will be implemented for the period of 18 months - end of 2011.

Immediate Outcome

Forest Cover of country land area will be maintained by increasing of quality through better
management of forest resources. There are 4 main Activities:

Reforestation of 25,000 ha degraded lands.
750 Km of forest estate demarcated by FA and 4 Protected Areas demarcated by MoE.

100 Community Forestry approved by MAFF and 7 Community Protected Areas
approved by MoE.

Cambodia REDD Readiness Road Map approved and started implementation.
